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This coming Sunday, we celebrate the 2nd Sunday in Ordinary Time.   Gospels from John 2:1-11.     This is the third 
consecutive week we hear a revelation of Jesus.  First was the visit of the Magi, last week was Jesus’ Baptism, and today is 
Jesus’ first miracle:  turning water into wine at Cana.  This reading comes from John’s Gospel.  Part of the grandeur of John’s 
Gospel is that it can be read at multiple levels, an we will explore several for this reading. Jesus cares about his friends.  To run 
out of wine at a wedding would be dishonorable for the groom, and it could even lead to a law suit from the bride’s family for 
shaming her! Jesus prevents such disaster without bringing any attention to himself, which keeps the focus on the newlyweds. 
Mary is prominent in this scene, although, typical of John’s Gospel, her name is not mentioned.  Prayer: Thank you, Jesus, for 
reminding us that you know our challenges and want to help us.  Keep us focused on you, remembering that if we do 
what you ask, you will lead us to the eternal banquet of heaven.   In your name we pray…Amen
